From the second year on and upon completion of the PhD
courses, the fellowships turn into regular work contracts with a salary of 18.000 € /year (gross) during the
second year and of 19.200 € /year (gross) during the third and fourth years. Every year the gross salary is
potentially extensible by a lump sum bonus of up to 1200 €/year.
